Butterfield, is charged with
first-degree endangering the
welfare of a child and sec-
ond-degree domestic assault.

According to a proba-

ble cause statement filed by
Deputy K. Jordan, with the
Barry County Sheriff’s Office,
on Feb. 11 in Butterfield,
Hall and the victim, a juve-
nile under the age of 17, were
involved in a physical alter-
cation where Hall allegedly
“strangled” the victim by put-
ting both hands around the
victim’s neck and “squeezed,”
causing a laceration to the left
side of the victim’s neck and
front of the victim’s neck.
Hall then allegedly pushed

the victim to the ground to
prevent the victim from leav-
ing the residence. The vic-
tim continued to leave the
residence to “get away,” at
which point Hall allegedly
“grabbed” the victim by the
leg and “forced” the victim

back inside the residence.
The victim was able to
escape by grabbing the leg of
a witness and “pulling” until
free, at which point the vic-
tim ran down a dark back

Weather Service urges Barry County residents to

With spring approaching
in the Ozarks, meteorologists
are urging residents in Barry
County and surrounding areas
to review severe weather safety
plans as the region enters one
of its most active storm seasons.

Officials with the National
Weather Service office in
Springfield say warmer tem-
peratures expected this spring
will increase the potential for
severe thunderstorms, torna-
does and flash flooding across
southwest Missouri, including
Barry County.

The reminders coincid-

ed with Severe Weather
Preparedness Week, observed
March 2-6 in Missouri and
Kansas. The annual campaign
encourages residents to review
emergency plans and better
understand how weather alerts
and warnings work.

Spring outlook

According to the weather
service, seasonal outlooks call
for slightly above-normal tem-
peratures across the region,
while precipitation is expected
to fall near typical levels.

While that forecast does not

prepare for spring storms

guarantee severe storms, spring
historically brings the highest
frequency of dangerous weather
to southwest Missouri.

Thunderstorms in the region
can produce damaging winds,
large hail and tornadoes. Even
storms that are not considered
severe can still produce light-
ning, heavy rain and localized
flooding.

Understanding severe
weather risk levels

Forecasters categorize
severe weather threats using a
scale developed by the Storm

Prediction Center that ranges
from marginal to high risk.

A marginal risk generally
means isolated severe storms
are possible, often producing
wind gusts between 40 and 60
mph or hail up to about one
inch in diameter. Slight and
enhanced risk levels indicate
increasing storm coverage and
intensity, with the possibility of
tornadoes, damaging winds and
larger hail.

Higher categories — mod-
erate or high risk — signal the
potential for widespread severe

With use taxes, all

recipients see gains

Sales tax revenues to Barry
County cities and county bod-
ies showed continued growth
in February, though not all the
totals showed across the board
increases.

Countywide taxes showed a
4% increase. The seven cities
collecting sales tax grew in part
because of the seven-month-
old police sales tax in Seligman.
Factoring out that tax, sales tax
revenues reflected a 1% drop.
However, hefty growth in use
taxes more than offset the dip.

Cassville’s 1% sales tax pay-
ing general bills generated
$127,841.73, up $202.53 from a
year ago. All four Cassville sales
taxes had a combined revenue
growth of less than $500. The
totals still represented a new
February record.

On top of that, Cassville’s use
tax of $40,730.72 for the month
was up another $17,500.35
or 75%. That put revenues for
the month up nearly $18,000
or 5.5% from last February.
Cassville’s general fund receipts
for 2026 are up by more than
$40,000 from the start of 2025.

Seligman’s 1% sales tax paying
general bills yielded $15,909.37,
up $2,321.69 from a year ago.
That put the general fund total
for the year up by more than
$3,000. The one-cent sales tax
supporting police services added
another $15,836.41 to city cof-
fers. Without the new police tax,
Seligman’s revenues including
its use tax are up 15% for the
year. With the police tax, tax
income is up more than $21,000
or 55%.

Wheaton’s 1% sales tax
for its general fund received
$6,53.71, up $1,557.90 from last
February. Even more surpris-
ing, Wheaton’s half-cent tax was
exactly half of the one-cent, a
rare balancing. Wheaton’s use
tax was nearly even with last
February. That put receipts for
the month up by more than
$2,000, or 29%, from the same
month a year ago.

Purdy saw revenues from its
sales taxes rise by the slightest
of margins. The city’s 1% sales
tax for its general fund took
in $5,099.58, up $8.14 from

What your child’s blood lead test means

The blood lead test tells you how much lead
is in your child’s blood.

Lead can harm a child’s growth, behavior
and ability to learn. The lower the test result,
the better. However, no lead level has been
proven safe.

Lead poisoning occurs when children lick,
swallow or breathe in dust from lead paint.
Most homes built before 1978 have old lead
paint, often under newer paint. If paint peels,
cracks, or is worn down, the chips and dust
from the old lead paint can spread onto floors,
windowsills and all around your home.

Mining has occurred in a large portion of
Missouri. High levels of lead in the air, dust,
and soil have been found in areas surrounding
mining activity. Mining waste in these areas has
been used for driveways, land fill material, and
even in children’s play area.

Other sources of lead include drinking water,
jewelry, pottery and occupational exposures
brought home. Lead paint, dust and other mate-
rials containing lead may get onto children’s
hands and into their mouth and swallowed or
inhaled.

Many children have had some contact with
lead in old paint, soil, plumbing or other sourc-
es. All children under the age of 6 should be
screened for lead risk factors at each well child
check. If a child is at risk for lead poisoning, he
or she should be tested.

All children under the age of 4 should be pro-
vided lead education and offered a test yearly.
For children up to age 6, your doctor or nurse
should ask you at every well child visit about
ways your child may have had contact with lead.
Children who have had contact with lead should
be tested. Additionally, Federal requirements
are to blood lead test all children receiving
Medicaid benefits at ages 12-24 months, at a
minimum.

The Barry County Health Department offers
a capillary lead screening test for children age
1-5 years old. We also offer lead case manage-
ment for children with elevated blood lead lev-
els. Through case management we give parents
educational and nutritional advice to help lower
the child’s levels.

We work with the parent to ensure that the
child is following up with their private phy-
sician. Blood testing must be done at regular
intervals to ensure that levels are returning to
normal limits.

Weather: More detailed language in warnings

weather, including strong
tornadoes or large wind
events that can cause
extensive damage.

Alerts and warmings

Residents may notice
more detailed language
in some warnings due to
“impact-based warning”
tags used by the weather
service.

Severe thunderstorm,
tornado and flash flood
warnings can include three
impact levels: base, con-
siderable and catastrophic
or destructive.

Warnings labeled cat-
astrophic or destruc-
tive can trigger wireless
emergency alerts on cell
phones within the warned
area, notifying residents
of particularly dangerous
storms. Tornado warnings
also activate emergency
alerts automatically when
issued.

Meteorologists empha-

size that alerts are based

on geographic “polygons,”
meaning phones will only
sound if the user is located
within the warned area.

Flooding risks in the
Ozarks

Flash flooding remains
a major concern in south-
west Missouri, where
heavy rainfall can quickly
overwhelm creeks, streams
and low-water crossings
common across rural
roads in Barry County.

The weather ser-
vice monitors rivers and
streams using several
flood stage levels.

“Action stage” indi-
cates water levels are
approaching a point
where minor impacts
may occur, while minor
flooding can affect roads
and property near water-
ways. Moderate or major
flooding may require
evacuations and can dis-
rupt daily life as struc-
tures and infrastructure

are affected.

Flash flood warnings
are issued when rapidly
rising water is imminent
or already occurring, often
affecting low-lying areas
and road crossings that are
normally dry.

Outdoor safety

As warmer weather
brings more outdoor recre-
ation to the Ozarks, mete-
orologists also remind
residents to remain aware
of lightning and sudden
storms.

Lightning can strike
as far as 10 miles from a
thunderstorm, even when
skies overhead appear
mostly clear. The weath-
er service recommends
heading indoors whenever
thunder is heard.

The reminder is partic-
ularly relevant for outdoor
areas popular with visitors
in Barry County, including
Roaring River State Park.

Before heading out-

doors, residents are
encouraged to check fore-
casts at weather.gov and
monitor weather alerts
throughout the day.

Reporting severe
weather

Residents can also
assist meteorologists by
reporting severe weather
when it occurs.

Reports of hail size, tor-
nado sightings, flooding or
wind damage help confirm
storm intensity and can
assist forecasters in issu-
ing or continuing warnings
while storms are ongoing.

Officials recommend
including the time, loca-
tion and photos when pos-
sible.

Serving southwest
Missouri

The Springfield fore-
cast office provides fore-

casts and warnings for
34 counties across south-

ern Missouri and three
counties in southeastern
Kansas.

Meteorologists moni-
tor numerous lakes, riv-
ers and parks throughout
the region and provide
forecasts for aviation, fire
weather, winter weather,
severe storms and hydrol-
ogy.
The office also launch-
es weather balloons twice
daily to collect atmospheric
data, which helps improve
the accuracy of weather
models and forecasts used
across the country.

Officials say prepa-
ration remains the best
defense against severe
weather.

By understanding
alerts, monitoring fore-
casts and having a plan
in place, residents can
reduce risk as the Ozarks
move into another spring
storm season, the Weather
Service said.

Taxes:
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last February. Purdy’s
three sales taxes received
$16.80 more than a year
ago. It was the fifth con-
secutive month Purdy
received higher tax rev-
enues. Revenues are up
by more than $2,000, or
13%, to start 2026.

Washburn saw a sim-
ilar gain. Its 1% gener-
al fund tax generated
$5,213.94 in February, a
gain of $204.93. Receipts
from Washburn’s use
tax nearly doubled from
last February, putting
the month’s combined
increase from all its taxes
up by more than $2,400,
or 20%, from a year ago.

The only town falling
short in February was
Exeter, whose 1% sales
tax generated $3,486.60,
down $1,099.95 from
a year ago. However,
Exeter’'s use tax dou-
bled proceeds from last
February. Combining both
taxes resulted in a $109.17
gain from a year ago.

Monett, the big sales
tax generator in the coun-
ty, saw its two sales taxes
supporting its general fund
produce  $225,900.25
for the month, a drop
of $7,574.03 from last
February. Monett’s six
taxes collected a year
ago showed a combined
income drop of nearly
$17,000 from a year ago.

However,  Monett’s
use tax, which drains rev-
enues from sales taxes,
pulled in $153,103.43, up
more than $56,000, or
58%, from a year ago, off-
setting the monthly drop
three times over. That put
Monett’s combined reve-
nues for the month up by
nearly $40,000, or more
than 6%.

Countywide taxes
made strong showings as
well.

Barry County’s two
older half-cent sales tax-
es supporting the coun-
ty’s general fund and road
maintenance each brought
in more than $255,736,
up more than $11,200,
or nearly 5%, from last
February. Receipts from
the county’s use tax sky-
rocketed, nearly two-and-
a-halftimeslast February’s
sum. That put receipts for
the month from the coun-
ty’s four sales taxes and its
use tax up by more than
$228,000, or more than
24%, from a year ago.

The .375% sales tax
collected separately to run
central dispatching and
011 services generated
$191,801.74, up $8,414.98
from last February. That
represented a nearly
$30,000 gain for the first
two months of the year
over 2025.

Barry County
and people

In previous editorials, I've
discussed land in Missouri and
in Barry County and how things
developed for the first white set-
tlements in Barry County. I will
review some of that briefly.

As we know, Missouri became
part of the US territories with
the Louisiana Purchase in 1803.
The southern portion, the por-
tion below the south Missouri
“border” line, was referred to
the Orleans Territory. The land
north of the southern Missouri
border was first referred to as
the Louisiana Territory, and after
1812, it was referred to as the
Missouri Territory.

As we referenced, a territory
could not get a voting representa-
tive in Congress until it had over
5,000 people, and once it reached
50,000 people, it could become a
state. After Missouri set its north
boundary, the state was divided
into five counties, and the land in
southern and southwest Missouri
was part of New Madrid County
at the time of statehood in 1821.
In the early 1830s as the state
became more populated it was
determined that there needed to
be a greater number of counties
in order that each area of the
state could be more appropriately
represented.

The southwest corner of
the state, consisting of Jasper,
Newton, McDonald, the southern
portion of Lawrence, a piece of
northern Stone and Barry coun-
ties was organized into a “large”
county and was named after the
sitting US Postmaster General
of President Andrew Jackson’s
cabinet, William T Barry. The
county seat was a community
called Mount Pleasant, which at
the time was approximately two
miles east of Pierce City. After
McDonald and Newton County
were taken away from “Barry”
County, the county seat was
moved to a community where
Little Flat Creek joined into
Flat Creek called McDonald, or
McDowell.

After the portion of Lawrence
County and the small piece of
Stone County were removed, and
due to the law that the county
seat had to be within six miles of
the center of the county, in 1845,
the county seat was moved to its
present home in Cassville. At the
time of the county seat selection
there were only three homes near
the center of Barry County, and it
has been reported that Mr. John
O. Burton, who owned the land
just north of Cassville, (this was
land where the future Crystal
Springs Fish Hatchery was to be
located) campaigned that his land
and home should be county seat.

A second home was that of
Littleberry Mason, which was on
the east side of Flat Creek near
where the baseball fields are.

The third choice was the home of
William Kerr, who owned a house
where the old LeCompte Lumber
Company used to be. It was close
to the Trail of Tears, close to Flat
Creek, but not in a flood prone
area. It must have been quite a
house, as besides serving as living
quarters for the Kerr family, it
served as the county courthouse
for a few years, and a Mr. Culton
rented out one room and ran a
small store until a separate store
was built.

There was other competition
for county seat. Before moving
the county seat to Cassville,
there were only two towns with
stores in Barry County. One
was in McDonald (McDowell)
and the other was in Washburn
(or Keetsville or O’Day). Since
Keetsville was within six miles
of the center of the county, the
people of Keetsville thought they
should be the county seat, since
they already had an established
town. Also, there were people at
Exeter who thought that Exeter
should be the county seat, espe-
cially after they got the railroad
going through their town.

Why the name Cassville, which
I also wondered growing up
here? Cassville was named after
US Senator Louis Cass from the
state of Michigan, who had also
been a soldier and a diplomat
in the Northwest Territory. It is
believed that Littleberry Mason
and Senator Cass knew each oth-
er from the War of 1812.

A story of interest about Mr.
Cass. After the Aaron Burr and
Alexander Hamilton Duel in
1804, Aaron Burr’s political life
in Washington was over. Burr
went to the Northwest Territory

and tried to establish himself

as a leader and started trying to
establish the Northwest Territory
as another country with himself
as a monarch or an emperor

of the territory. Remember,

the Northwest Territory was
Michigan, Wisconsin, Indiana,
part of Illinois and Minnesota,
east of the Mississippi River.

Also, Burr was trying to work
a deal with Mexico on getting
part of Texas and New Mexico as
part of his “empire.” Louis Cass
had been appointed by Jefferson
as a US Marshall over the state
of Ohio, and since there were no
other marshals and/or not much
law north of and west of Ohio,
he was also a US Marshall for
the Northwest Territory. When
Cass determined what Burr was
trying to do, he very quickly
notified President Jefferson, and
Jefferson had Burr arrested and
charged him with treason. Mr.
Cass’ prompt action may have
prevented the United States from
another civil war, because there
was one issue upon which Mr.
Cass could not be dissuaded, and
that was that “nothing was going
to break up our United States.”

I still haven’t gotten to too
many people in Barry County,
have I? Well, here it goes. There
have been artifacts found and his-
torical items discovered, especial-
ly around some of our caves, that
indicate that there were prob-
ably people here in southwest
Missouri as long as 7,000 years
ago. As we discussed earlier, there
were several Indian tribes in this
area, mainly the Delaware, the
Osage and the Sioux, that roamed
through and settled in this area
for as many as 2,000 years before
the “white” settlers came. Many
of you, if you are older than 50,
may remember the store at Bates
Corner on Hwy 76/86, where Mr.
Bates had hundreds of Indian
artifacts. In fact, it could be said
that he had a mini museum there.

Back to people. Edmond
Jennings is said to have been the
first white American to come to
southwest Missouri and stay a
while in 1817. In 1818 and 1819,
Henry’ R. Schoolcraft and Levi
Pettibone left St. Louis and came
and explored the area but did
not stay. And finally, in 1827, the
first people to set up residency
in Barry County is believed to be
Sam Washburn and his family,
who started his settlement about
8 miles south of Cassville at the
location of the town called, you
guessed it, Washburn.

A strange thing about the town
of Washburn. The Washburn
family left to go help fight for
Texas independence from Mexico
In the mid 1830s, so that they
could/would receive a large quan-
tity of land. While they were gone,
two brothers named Keets started
another town just east of the old
Washburn settlement and called
it Keetsville, and they had more
than one successful store there.

After the railroad was brought
through the area, another group
of people started a town along
the railroad called O’Day, and
they thought their town should be
county seat.

Apparently, things did not
go as well in Texas as what the
Washburn family thought, so
after the Civil War, they came
back to the area. Since the Keets
families were not as promi-
nent after the war, having been
raided several times by both
the Northern and the Southern
armies, and no one could
remember who O’Day was, the
town name was changed back to
Washburn.

Well, we still didn’t get to too
many people or families in early
Barry County, but I promise you
that we will next time. especially
regarding Littleberry Mason.

The radical spirit

The word radical has
become a strange word in
modern America.

Turn on the television or
scroll through social media,
and it is usually used as an
accusation. A radical is some-
one unreasonable. Someone
extreme. Someone bent on
tearing things down.

But historically, the word
meant something quite differ-
ent. The word radical comes
from the Latin radix, meaning
root. To be radical is to return
to the roots. It means hold-
ing fast to the principles that
gave something life in the first
place.

If that is the case, then
perhaps Cassville is one of the

most radical towns in America.

As the United States
approaches the 250th anni-
versary of the Declaration
of Independence in 2026,
Americans will pause to reflect
on what has allowed this
republic to endure for two
and a half centuries. Nations
have risen and fallen in far less
time. Yet the great American
experiment continues.

One reason lies in a simple
idea the founders understood
well: The most important
office in our republic is not
president, senator or governor.
It is the office of the citizenry.
Citizenship is not merely a
legal status. It is a responsibil-
ity. It is an inheritance passed
from one generation to the
next. A citizen is not meant to
sit on the sidelines. A citizen
participates.

And that is where the radi-
cal spirit of Cassville becomes
visible. In Cassville, people
show up. They show up for
their neighbors. They show up
for their schools. They show
up for their town when some-
thing needs doing.

You see it in the steady
rhythm of civic organizations
like Rotary, whose members
gather week after week not
merely to share a meal but to
ask a simple question: How
can we make this town better
than we found it?

Rotary has long served as
a kind of civic heartbeat in
Cassville, bringing together
citizens who understand that
healthy communities require
steady care and thoughtful
attention.

You see it in the work of
our city government, led by
City Administrator Richard
Asbill and Mayor Jon Horner,
who have not been afraid to
lead boldly about Cassville’s
future. The construction of the
7th Street Bridge is more than
an infrastructure project. It is
a quiet declaration that this
town intends to move forward,

not simply stand still.

The same spirit is evident in
the transformation of the old
theatre property into a Pocket
Park. This is a reminder that
communities do not thrive by
accident. They thrive because
citizens care enough to imag-
ine what something worn and
forgotten might become again.

And you see it in our public
schools, where teachers show
up every day not only to deliv-
er lessons but to shape the
habits of citizenship in the next
generation. They teach young
people how to think, how to
listen, how to work together
and how to take responsibility
for the communities they will
someday inherit.

Education, at its best, pre-
pares students not only for
careers, but for citizenship.

That mission continues
just up the road at Crowder
College, where students from
across Barry County find
opportunity close to home.
Community colleges often
work quietly, but their influ-
ence is profound. They open
doors. They expand horizons.
And, they strengthen the civic
fabric of the communities they
serve.

When you step back and
look at these pieces together,
Rotary meetings, thoughtful
city leadership, dedicated
schools, and institutions like
Crowder — you begin to see
something larger emerging.

You begin to see the archi-
tecture of citizenship — the
“Radical Spirit of Cassville.”

Nearly two centuries ago,
the French observer Alexis de
Tocqueville traveled across
the young United States and
marveled at the habits of its
people. Americans, he wrote,
had an unusual tendency to
form associations and take
responsibility for the life of
their communities. Ordinary
citizens accepted obligations
that in other nations were left
entirely to distant authorities.
That observation could easily
describe Cassville today. The
radical spirit of Cassville is not
loud. It is not ideological. It is
not theatrical.

It is rooted.

@
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Rooted in the belief that
community matters. Rooted in
the understanding that free-
dom requires participation.
Rooted in the quiet conviction
that each generation has a
responsibility to leave things
better than they found them.
You can even see that spirit
reflected in the landscape
around us.

Spend a morning walking
along Roaring River, and you
begin to understand some-
thing about endurance. The
water moves patiently over
stone that has been shaped for
centuries. The current never
seems hurried, yet it never
stops moving forward. The
beauty of the place lies in that
quiet persistence.

The same can be said of the
citizens of Cassville.

Our town does not make
national headlines. It does not
shout for attention. Yet, day
after day, year after year, peo-
ple here continue the steady
work of building a community
worth living in. This is why
Cassville proudly calls itself
“America’s Real Hometown.”

More than a slogan. It is a
description of a place where
citizenship is still practiced as
a daily habit.

As we prepare to celebrate
250 years of American great-
ness, we, as the office of the
citizenry, must search for
continual renewal to honor the
ideals of the founding gener-
ation. The most meaningful
tribute is already happening in
towns like Cassville.

It happens when citizens
show up. It happens when
neighbors care for one anoth-
er. It happens whenever peo-
ple take seriously the quiet
responsibilities of the republic.
Like the waters of Roaring
River, the strength of this com-
munity flows not from noise,
but from persistence. And if
the future of America depends
on citizens who remember
their roots, then the radical
spirit of Cassville may be one
of the most enduring things
our country has going for it.

Because in the end, a
republic thrives, not because of
the power of its government.
but because of the office of its
citizenry.

The radical spirit of
Cassville lives on.

STATE $374,603

The Missouri State
Highway Commission
awarded a $374,603.61
contract for highway
maintenance work on
roads in Barry County as
part of 74 maintenance
projects statewide. The
work called for plant-
mix bituminous surface
leveling on portions of
Missouri routes 39, 76,
248 and Business Route
37 in Cassville. Route 39
work was divided into
three sections: about
nine miles from Route
TT southeast to Route
248 south of Jenkins;
about seven and one-half
miles from Route 248
south of Jenkins to about
a mile north of Route
76; and about four and
one-half miles from just
north of Route YY near
Shell Knob to the Stone
County line. Costs for
the three segments were
$69,831.46, $56,509.12
and $32,699.58 respec-
tively. The Route 76 proj-
ect covered about 10%2
miles from Route 112
south of Cassville east to
Route 39 with a low bid
of $80,481.55. The Route
248 project covered a
14-mile stretch northeast
from Cassville to Route
39 and cost $112,959.20.
The final project involved
about two and one-half
miles of Business Route
37 in Cassville, running
from about three-quarters
of a mile south of Route
37 northwest of town to
Route 112, at a cost of
$22,122.70. Combination
bids were permitted, and
the successful bid for
the entire project was
submitted by Howard
Construction Company
of Sedalia. District 7
Engineer W.F. Stegner of
Joplin was to supervise
the work for the Highway
Department, with G.L.
Miller of Neosho serving
as resident engineer.

— NO CONTAMINATED DAIRY HERDS
IN COUNTY

Local and federal offi-
cials reported there were
no dairy herds in Barry
County contaminated with
heptachlor. Approximately
100 herds in Missouri,
Arkansas and Oklahoma
were being tested to deter-
mine the extent of con-
tamination from feed pur-
chased from an Arkansas
source. Tony Kickard,
Barry County dairy spe-
cialist with the University
of Missouri Extension
Service, attended meetings
in Fayetteville, Arkansas.
A USDA team was inves-
tigating the impact on
the industry. A Barry
County ASCS spokesman
said the local office had
not received requests for
indemnity payments that
might be available through
the federal government.
The closest involvement to
the area appeared to be in
McDonald County west of
Washburn and Seligman.
Officials said contam-
ination of dairy prod-
ucts removed from store
shelves throughout the
three-state area resulted
from improper use of grain
by a Van Buren, Arkansas
manufacturer.

30 years ago

March 13, 1996
— “MIRACLE BOY” SURVIVES
72-HOUR ORDEAL

Josh Carlisle Coffey
is known nationwide as
“Barry County’s little mira-
cle.” After being lost for 72
hours in freezing tempera-
tures and rough terrain,
the 10-year-old Cassville
youngster with Down syn-
drome was resting Monday
in a warm hospital room
surrounded by family
members, eating chicken
strips and watching car-
toons on TV. On Tuesday,
Josh was released from
the hospital. Doctors at
Cox Medical Center-South
in Springfield said he suf-
fered from overexposure
but may not lose any toes
due to frostbite. His moth-
er, Johnny Sue Coffey,
and his nurses agreed that
Josh had quickly returned
to “rare form.” Josh sur-
vived for three nights
and two and a half days
on his own thanks to the
companionship of several
stray dogs who apparently
snuggled up to him and
kept him warm as tem-
peratures dropped as low
as 2 degrees with wind
chills reaching 34 degrees
below zero. Missing since
Wednesday at 4 p.m., Josh
was found Saturday at
about 12:30 p.m. by Junior
Nell, a Springfield cowboy
searching on horseback.
Josh was found reclining
face down in a gully about
one and a quarter miles
north of his home, with
one dog curled beside him
and another running up
a nearby hill barking. The
barking led Nell to the boy.
The dogs, credited with
helping keep Josh alive,
were taken in by Chip and
Dana Kammerlohr, who
planned to keep them until
they could return to live
with Josh and his family.
Josh talked about a dog
he called “Baby,” a small
brown and tan dachs-
hund-beagle mix, and
another he called “Brown
One,” a blue heeler mix
now nicknamed “Angel,”
along with two other dogs
that were never identified.
His mother noticed one
of Josh’s cheeks was red
and chafed; Josh said the
dogs had been licking him.
Coffey said her son has
an active imagination and
told several different sto-
ries about his adventure,
including one about a bear,
though the family believes
the dogs kept him safe and
may even have brought
him scraps of sandwich-
es left by rescue workers.
“The angels just slipped in
beside Josh,” Mrs. Coffey
said. “Those dogs had
wings for sure.” She said
doctors were amazed by
his condition. “When the
doctor walked out with the
final report, he was shak-

I dont have the
words to say thank you for
all those who filled the hills
and went looking for Josh.
Without them we wouldn’t
have gotten Josh back.”

Local volun-
teers say they would also
like to plan a special wel-
come home for the young
boy who captured their
hearts and made them
believe in miracles.

The search for 10-year-
old Joshua Carlisle Coffey
covered an 18-square-
mile area surrounding the
Coffey home southeast of
Highway 248 in the Forest
Grove—Galena  Hollow
area. Searchers combed
the hilly, wooded terrain
by foot, by air, on horse-
back and with all-terrain
vehicles. Josh’s moth-
er, Johnny Sue Coffey,
realized he was missing
at about 4:30 p.m. and
searched for nearly two
hours before contacting
authorities. Josh was last
seen wearing a red jack-
et, gray sweats and cow-
boy boots. One of the first
officers to arrive was Dana
Kammerlohr, a member
of the Missouri Search
and Rescue K-9 unit and
a county reserve deputy.
Trained dogs were sent
into the area using the
scent from a tennis shoe
but initially could not
locate the child. A com-
mand post was estab-
lished in a bus purchased
and equipped by Sheriff
Ralph Hendrix and parked
below the Coffey home so
the family could see that
the search was underway.
Mark Vollenweider served
as search coordinator with
assistance from Jack Lowe
and Paul Krull, while Lt.
Connie Collins handled
communications  with
county dispatchers Becky
Davis, Mandy Blake and
Peggy Clark helping sign in
search teams. Volunteers
made an initial sweep
the first night, searching
until about 4 a.m. Eight
square miles were covered
that night as more volun-
teers arrived. At one point
Kammerlohr sat on a log
and prayed, then looked
across the hollow and saw
searchers performing an
arm-to-arm sweep across
a hillside. “The flash-
lights created a straight
line of lights moving from
top to bottom,” she said.
“It was one of the most
touching sights I've ever
seen. It was very inspir-
ing.” The search expand-
ed daily: 10 square miles
were covered Thursday,
13 on Friday and 18 by
Saturday. At one point 23

teams were searching; by
the final day there were
12 larger teams combing
areas “fingertip to finger-
tip.” Unlike many search-
es, the number of volun-
teers never dwindled and
the effort never stopped.
“We never thought of
quitting,” Hendrix said.
“There wasn’t a night
when someone wasn’t
looking.” Throughout the
search, rescue dogs repeat-
edly picked up Josh’s scent
north of the house, near
where he was eventually
found. Because of those
indications, Hendrix con-
centrated teams in that
direction on Saturday,
sending crews out with
instructions not to return
until the boy was found.
Searchers scoured the
area inch by inch, turning
over boulders and sifting
through leaves. “We sent
searchers into areas where
rabbits don’t go,” Collins
said. Ponds were dredged,
caves and old mines were
checked and a dive team
searched Old Hailey Lake.
Hendrix received word of a
possible find around 12:30
p-m. Saturday while he and
Lawrence County Sheriff
David Tatum were at the
Coffey home with the fam-
ily. After Josh was safely
returned and reunited with
his mother, Hendrix said
she gave him a huge hug.
“She was one happy girl,
and I think I was the hap-
piest sheriff ever,” he said.
During the search there
were emotional highs and
lows. At one point a pilot
spotted what appeared to
be a red object on a ledge,
but crews later discov-
ered it was only a bucket.
Another time a tent was
spotted from the air; it
turned out to belong to a
15-year-old runaway who
was later returned home.
Hendrix praised everyone
who helped with the effort,
from those who searched
the woods to those who
brought food, supplies
and prayers. “There’s a
lot of people who never
believed in miracles but do
now,” Kammerlohr said.
“When the cry went out,
it touched a lot of hearts.
We all learned it’s not over
until it’s over.” The sweet-
est words Kammerlohr
said she heard came when
Jack Lowe radioed “10-
200,” the code meaning
Josh had been found alive.
“I screamed, jumped over
Connie and grabbed the
mike,” she said. “I asked,
‘Did you say 10-200?” and
Jack answered, ‘Yes ma’am
I did.” Vollenweider said
the parents were over-
whelmed when they heard
the news. “There was quite
an outburst of emotion,”
he said. “It’s hard to put
in words how they felt.”
Those involved also cred-
ited dogs with playing a
major role. Rescue dogs
kept teams focused on the
correct area, and two stray
dogs stayed with Josh in
the woods. Hendrix later
learned several strays had
been around the house the
day Josh disappeared and
believes the boy may have
followed them and become
lost. In the end, the dogs
and the relentless efforts
of hundreds of volunteers
helped save Josh’s life.

George Washington
Witherspoon Williamson
Wardlaw was born on
November 26, 1947,
in Columbia, South
Carolina to Frank Harper
Wardlaw and Jane
Williamson Wardlaw.

Though his fami-
ly were deep rooted
Carolinians (roots he
nourished throughout
his life), when he was
two, his family resettled
in Austin, Texas where
he lived until young
adulthood. His Texan
upbringing made him a
full fledged and lifelong
patron of the ‘Armadillo
State’.

His childhood was
shared with an older
brother and sister as
well as a younger sister.
From adventures, such
as constructing a marble
pit by filling his closet
full of sand and being
turned loose, unsuper-
vised, on the streets of
Mexico while his father
conducted business, his
formative years were
sprinkled with a blend of
idyllic, baby-boom peri-
od mischief and what
would be considered
today as a lack if respon-
sible parental oversight.
Born to a family of bib-
liophiles and educators,
he had an upbringing
that nourished a love
of books and the value
of public service. This
would significantly
shape his future, giving
him little choice than to
passionately believe in
the virtue of reading and
education.

In his adolescence,
the 60’s arrived and
he arrived with them.
Inspired by the infec-
tious music of the times,
George learned to play
both guitar and man-
dolin. His love of music
(especially  bluegrass)
and playing it with oth-
ers, would become a
large part of who he was.

In 1966, another large
part of him was to mate-
rialize when he met the
love of his life after spot-
ting her at a Bob Dylan
Concert — Beverly Scott,
soon to be Wardlaw.

Not long after gradu-
ating from the University
of Texas with a degree
in elementary educa-
tion, he and Beverly
were married on July 18,
1970, along the bank of
the Cypress River under
the largest Hackberry
tree in Texas. They
initiated their shared
adventure of marriage
by signing up to work
for Fred Gipson, the
author of Old Yeller, on
a remote Texas ranch on
the Llano River. On this
ranch George learned
to build fence (though
in later years he never
seemed much inclined
to put this skill to use)
while Beverly learned,

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from the kitchen’s paisa-
nos, how to make magic
happen. Her ranch expe-
rience was well learned
and would be well appre-
ciated by George for the
remainder of his life (her
culinary delights consti-
tuting one of his great
joys).

Following the newly-
wed’s ranching sabbat-
ical they moved back to
Austin but this time to
Sprinkle Road on the
outskirts of Town. It was
here they had their first
son, Caleb, in 1975.

During this time peri-
od, being somewhat
culturally tumultuous,
many people looked to
different ways of ‘liv-
ing’. Though George
adopted much of the
counterculture spirit he
refused to label himself
‘hippie’. He consistent-
ly considered himself
to be an activist and to
him being active did
not simply mean being
against things; it meant
being for things. Beverly
shared this vision and
what they felt they were
‘for’ is perhaps expressed
best by the mood of John
Prine’s song, Spanish
Pipedream- Blow up
your TV, throw away
your paper, move to
the country, build you a
home, plant a little gar-
den, have a lot of chil-
dren, eat a lot of peach-
es, try to find Jesus on
your own. And so that is
what they decided to do.

Having adopted the
‘Back-to-the-Land’ phi-
losophy, living in Austin
no longer suited their
needs. So they loaded up
their newborn son and hit
the road, looking for the
spot where they might
build their dreams. Their
two requirements were
a piece of property that
was affordable and that
had water. Traveling a
great part of the country,
they found their require-
ments met by a piece
of the Missouri Ozarks

in Thomas Hollow- the
home George would call
his for the rest of his
earthly life.

Being settled in this
new home, George and
Beverly would have two
more children, Ben in
1977, and Josh in 1981.
Aside from family, his
home was, on count-
less occasions, host to
numerous friends- being
constantly filled with
love, laughter, conver-
sation, music, memories
and good food. If a music
circle was near, you knew
George wouldn’t be far
from it. He loved to
attend gatherings; play-
ing mandolin or guitar
and singing right along.
Each fall he’d head to
Winfield, Kansas to join
his Comfortable Shoes
Family- late night jams,
early morning donut
tractor, and celebration
of community at its pur-
est. George knew joy and
he gladly shared it with
all of whom crossed his
path.

George was also a
devoted teacher. He
taught in the Shell Knob,
Exeter, Southwest and
Rocky Comfort elemen-
tary schools. He was a
born educator and he
excelled at it. He was
known for the patience,
creativity, and openness
he brought to the class-
room. He encouraged
kids to be themselves,
create, and enjoy even
the simplest moments.
He valued what people
brought to this world and
that belief shone brightly
in his classroom.

But more significantly,
he gave good things to
life and gave fruit to his
‘empire’. He will be loved
and missed. He passed
on March 6, 2026, sur-
rounded by family and
his devoted dog C.C. at
his home in Thomas
Hollow.

« Provide shade for
streams: improves water
quality by lowering the
water temperature.

« Serve as Filters:
improves water quality by
absorbing nutrients from
soils to reduce nonpoint
source pollution from
entering water sources.

« Serve as Ground
Cover: increasing wildlife

habitat.

+ Reduce Soil Erosion:
improving water quality
by keeping the soil intact
and not washing away in
runoff events.

In addition to the
planting plan, Neises will
also go over financial
assistance options.

“There are several
important steps for suc-
cessful tree plantings
starting with matching
trees to soils that will sup-
port strong growth and
nut production,” Neises
said.
