The city of Washburn is
asking voters to approve a one-
cent sales tax for public safety,

aiming to use the revenues for
staffing, equipment and a pos-

sible office for the police chief
outside of City Hall.

Kristy Brinkman, Washburn
mayor, said the city made
the move from two part-time
police officers to one full-time
chief last year, and the intent
for the tax is to continue to
improve public safety in the

ity.
“With our existing funds,

we are not able to keep pace
with expenses like personnel,
equipment and communi-
ty safety concerns,” she said.
“Looking down the road, we’'d
like to keep improving over a
longer period.”

Washburn currently levies
three sales taxes: one cent for
the general fund, a half-cent

Wheaton seeking new sales tax

Funds would
be directed to
police department
staffing, equipment

The city of Wheaton is seek-
ing to pass a new sales tax on
April 7, a one-cent tax aimed
at bolstering funding for the
Wheaton Police Department.

Clint Danforth, Wheaton
police chief, said staffing and
equipment would be the main
expenditures.

“My goals are to help keep
officers here, because our pay
levels are so low,” he said. “I'm
hoping maybe we can raise our

pay up a little bit, then find
somebody who wants to stay
here and not just come to train
and leave for a better paying
job. We would just like to pro-
vide more coverage for the city
if possible.”

Danforth is the only employ-
ee at the department currently,
and his pay is at about $22 per
hour. Danforth said his for-
mer part-time employee was
making about $16 per hour.
Danforth, who works 40 hours
per week, said if passed, the

funds would afford pay raises
for him and for new staff. He
hopes to get a part-time offi-
cer with whom he could split
shifts and provide more hours
of having an on-duty officer in
the city.

“Other than [staffing], we'd
like to put more toward equip-
ment, training, vehicles and so
on,” Danforth said. “There are
things we’d like to upgrade and
things may come across, like
body armor for protection.”

The Wheaton  Police
Department is currently sup-
ported by the city’s general
fund, In 2025, the city brought
in $98,895.89 from its two
sales taxes, general and trans-
portation. Another one-cent
tax should net about $70,000.

The city also generated $16,430
from its use tax, which goes
into the general fund.

Additionally, Wheaton has
a motor fuel tax that goes to
streets, earning a penny per
gallon sold at the two gas sta-
tions in city limits.

Danforth said he hopes the
residents of the city have seen
improvements in crime rates
and will support the depart-
ment.

“I hope the residents come
together and understand
what’s important,” he said.
“Our crime levels are lower
than what they have been. So,
we're doing our part to keep
our city safe.”

Voters may have their say
on the measure on April 7.

A Purdy man is facing two
felonies and four misdemean-
ors after allegedly fleeing from
a highway patrolman and a
Barry County Sheriff's Office
deputy, then crashing on Farm
Road 1040

Cassidy Krull, 36, of Purdy,
is charged with aggravated
fleeing, leaving the scene of an
accident and four misdemean-
ors relating to traffic violations.

According to a proba-
ble cause statement filed by
Trooper T. Williams, with
the Missouri State Highway
Patrol, at 1:04 a.m. on March
15, Williams was southbound
on Farm Road 1050 when he
checked an orange Toyota
Tacoma traveling south-
bound at 9o miles per hour
in a 50-miles-per-hour zone.
Williams attempted to over-
take and initiate a traffic stop
on the vehicle, which main-
tained its speed.

As the vehicles turned onto
Farm Road 2025, Williams
overtook the vehicle and was
within sight and sound where
the driver could see and hear
the emergency equipment.

The Toyota continued south-
bound on Farm Road 1052,
reaching speeds of 100 miles
per hour in a 50-miles-per-
hour zone. As Farm Road 1052
ends, the vehicle approached a
property and turned around,
striking a victim’s fence, then
allegedly drove the vehicle at
William’s cruiser. Damage to
the fence was valued at $2,500.

As it drove past, Williams
said he was able to see the driv-
er’s face, and during the pur-
suit, was able to obtain vehicle
registration allegedly identify-
ing Krull as the driver.

During the pursuit, Krull
allegedly maintained a high
rate of speed and failed to
maintain the right half of the
roadway, causing another vehi-
cle to avoid collision by driving
into a ditch. Krull also allegedly
ran several stop signs, failed to

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Cassville man charged with
attempted murder in jail

Suspect allegedly
used improvised
shank to injure
another inmate

A Cassville man is facing
multiple felonies after an
altercation inside the Barry
County jail where he allegedly
stabbed another inmate with
an improvised shank.

Danon Meclntire, born
2005, of Cassville, is charged
with first-degree assault
(attempted murder), posses-
sion of a weapon at a jail and
armed criminal action.

According to a probable
cause statement filed by Det.
Sgt. Abby Parsons, with the
Barry County Sheriff's Office,
on March 20, Parsons was
notified of an alleged assault
that took place in the jail
between two inmates. Parsons
reviewed video and reports
written by the correctional
officer on duty at the time of
the assault.

CO Ruark, Parsons said
in the statement, state he
was doing an inmate count
in E pod when he observed
Mclntire go into the victim's
bunk and begin hitting the
victim in the face repeatedly.

Ruark said he removed
Mclntire and placed him on
the floor, where MclIntire
allegedly dropped an impro-
vised shank made from items
he is provided as an inmate.

Ruark said he observed
the victim bleeding and a
small gash on the left side
of the victim's lower jaw. CO
Henricksen provided a similar
statement.

Parsons said she observed
on the video footage that
Mclntire got off his bunk
and crouched down near the
victim's bunk, then she saw
Ruark running toward the
bunks and removing MclIntire.

Mclntire was in jail for
allegedly bringing a weapon
into the premises. According
to a probable cause statement
filed by Deputy K. Jordan,
with the Barry County Sheriff's
Office, on March 17, deputies
responded to an emergen-
cy call for a male covered in
blood walking around a trailer
park in Cassville.

After arriving on scene,
Jordan met with Mclntire,
who kept saying, "I hate the
cold." His right hand was cov-
ered in blood, and he kept
holding his right hand to the
right side of his head.

Jordan asked Mclntire
what happened, but McIntire
kept staring "blankly" at
Jordan and would not

respond, balling up his fists
and making growling noises
every so often.

Jordan asked McIntire if
he had any weapons, to which
he said no, and agreed to a pat
down. EMS and fire person-
nel arrived, and Mclntire was
uncooperative. When asked
his name, he responded, "Do
not," and kept repeating, "I
hate the cold."

MclIntire agreed to go to
the hospital, where he alleged-
ly became uncooperative with
the nursing staff and refused
treatment. Jordan then placed
Mclntire on a 12-hour safe-
ty hold and transported him
to the jail. Once at the jail,
Mclntire was asked if he was
in possession of anything that
could poke or harm jail staff,
to which he allegedly said no.
A search allegedly revealed a
fixed blade with a black han-
dle.

At the time of that arrest,
Mclntire had warrants for
larceny, dangerous drugs and
a traffic. offense, as well as
misdemeanor convictions for
possession of a controlled
substance and two DWIs.

Mclntire is being held in the
Barry County jail on no bond
for the assault case. His next
hearing is set for Thursday
at 9 a.m. in the courtroom of
Judge Robert Foulke.

signal and would periodically
turn off his headlights while
driving.

His next court hearing for
the pursuit is set for April 9
at 1 p.m. in the courtroom of
Judge Robert Foulke.

On Sept. 8, at 7:03 p.m.,
the pedestrian was pro-
nounced deceased due to
injuries sustained in the
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crash.

A warrant was issued for
Arevalo’s arrest on March 20,
and her bond has been set at
$100,000, cash only.

A citation was issued at
the time of the incident, with
a court date set for Nov. 6,
2025. That charge does not
appear on Casenet.

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An honor to
be shared

Newspapers generally deliver news, not make it.

Yet, on Saturday, the Cassville Democrat was
front and center at the annual Cassville Area
Chamber of Commerce Banquet as the recipient of this
year’s Business Beautification Award for our facade ren-
ovation last summer.

While we are tremendously honored for the recogni-
tion, the kudos hardly belong to us. In fact, I had a hard
time squaring away in my head accepting such an award
when the initial idea and most of the work were done by
others.

Most of what we did was sit back and say, “Yes, go
ahead.” By the end of last year, a few folks in the com-
munity had mentioned the award and that we might be
in the running for it. After about the third or fourth hint,
I settled on the fact that even though we did very little
heavy lifting, we couldn’t turn it down because without
our willingness to take the chance, it wouldn’t have hap-
pened.

Back in late summer of 2024, I got a call from a guy
whose name I'd heard, but wasn’t someone I knew. He
wanted help drumming up attention for his goal of help-
ing business owners complete facade renovations and
possibly add neon signage downtown.

I was to be the middle man, as any interested parties
were asked to contact me, then I would pass information
along to the donor, who wished — and still wishes — to
remain anonymous.

When some time passed and there were no nibbles
on the hook, the donor turned to my wife, Jordan, and 1.
“Is there anything you’d like to do with your building?”
he asked.

While we had grand designs on interior work, his goal
was the facade, and to be fair, it needed some work, too.

Ten months after that simple question was asked, our
building looked almost unrecognizable.

Gone was the faded tin from the 1960s and the
backlit sign that was going out — which we had made
overtures to a company to repair but hadn’t gotten far. I
suppose that was for the best.

We looked at old photos of the building and tried to
recreate a historic look, settling on the multi-colored
brick and fresh new EFIS (similar to stucco). It was a
decision we do not regret a single bit.

After the few weeks of working in a construction
zone, the beauty of the finished product caught the eyes
of many a passersby.

It breathed life into our building and our corner of
the square, and, more importantly, it showed what the
donor we were working with was able to do.

Now, the building across from ours housing
Stumpff’s Barbershop is getting similar treatment.

And, Sater Pharmacy, which put up new tin after its old
facade was damaged by the May 2024 windstorm, is
also going back to a historic look.

The work we agreed to not only changed the face of
our building, but it paved the way for others to see the
potential of the Cassville Community Foundation’s new-
ly formed Downtown Restoration Fund.

Another fun part of the process was getting to meet
new people. Along with the donor, who has become a
good friend, we regularly have Carl Schell, our project
manager with Schell’s Construction, ding our door and
rest on our couch while we talk about the latest happen-
ings.

Along with breathing new life, the project brought us
closer to the community in general, and for that, we are
very thankful.

it was a chance well worth taking, and we hope other
business owners downtown take the chance, as well. We
are sure they won’t regret it.

We'd like to extend thanks to the Chamber for the
recognition, our donor for working with us so flawlessly
and making the process incredibly simple, Carl for his
management skills and continued friendship, all of the
individuals who laid the EFIS and the brick, and the
Community Foundation for providing the perfect vehicle
for reshaping downtown into a greater source of pride
for all of Cassville.

I also hope to not be asked to speak at a Chamber
Banquet again any time soon. It was a fine evening, but
I'll gladly go back to my role behind the lens of a camera
sharing the stories of others.

T have no doubt there is more beautification to come..

Legacy that blooms
each Sprm q

Since trading an urban lifestyle
for rural life in Cassville more
than twenty years ago, I am still
learning to settle into the rhythms
of springtime in the Ozarks.

Over time, I have become
familiar with the many annual
“announcements” that signal the
season’s arrival. Recently, when
I expressed alarm over an over-
whelming and pungent skunk
odor lingering in my yard, a friend
calmly reassured me not to worry.
It was simply “skunk season.” He
explained it away as a time when
skunks are particularly busy fol-
lowing nature’s timetable.

Truth be told, I have come to
enjoy observing nature’s time-
table and the parade of seasonal
changes that accompany it. In the
city, the shift into spring often
felt limited to the most obvious
signs like leaves unfurling on trees
or dandelions dotting suburban
lawns. Here in the Ozarks, how-
ever, the warming temperatures
and thawing waters bring a much
richer ensemble of transitions.
One highlight is the moment when
the frog “peepers” begin their
symphony. Depending on the
species of frog or toad, their calls
which are intended to attract a
mate, range from drawn-out “w-a-
a-a-h” sounds to raspy “crrreek”
notes, cheerful “prrreep” chirps,
high piping whistles, or in the
case of the bullfrog, deep, throaty
croaks. Seasoned locals can iden-
tify the source of each voice and
predict the order in which they
will appear. As for me, I simply
take delight in the layered collage
of sound.

Spring also paints the land-
scape in brilliant color. Bare win-
ter limbs give way to blooming
redbud and dogwood trees. Azalea
and forsythia bushes brighten
yards and fence rows. Mushrooms
and mayapples push up through
the forest floor to the delight of
eager hunters. Birds begin nest-
ing, orioles pause briefly on their
migratory journeys, and robins
and doves return to welcome the
warm season.

Year after year, these natural
cycles repeat. After winter’s long
dormancy comes renewal. While
driving along country roads, I
have taken note of wide patches

of golden daffodils blooming in
places where no home now stands.
Their presence sparked my curi-
osity. Who planted these bulbs in
such seemingly random locations?
I later learned they often mark the
site of an old “homeplace” long
since gone. I find myself wonder-
ing about the families who once
lived there and what their days
were like. What joys and struggles
shaped their lives? In many cases,
the only visible trace that remains
is the cheerful gathering of daf-
fodils faithfully returning each
spring.

These reflections lead me to
consider the treasures we leave
behind.

I have collected meaningful
items passed down from my par-
ents and grandparents. Especially
dear to me are the pieces that
reflect who they were like a sen-
timental teapot, a cherished figu-
rine, a vintage antique now con-
sidered a collectible. During holi-
days or anniversaries, when I miss
them most, a simple glance at
these keepsakes can bring a flood
of memories and a measure of
comfort. As I grow older and think
about the legacy I might leave for
the next generation, I sometimes
wonder whether such possessions
will be how I am remembered.

Material heirlooms, while pre-
cious, are not the most crucial
legacy that endures. God remains
consistently present, offering
renewal and hope year after year.
Scripture reminds us, “The Lord
is close to the brokenhearted and
saves those who are crushed in
spirit.” Psalm 34:18 After the
dark seasons of sorrow, grief, or
challenge, God’s comforting pres-

ence does not fade. Instead, He
restores and strengthens us in the
present moment. 2 Corinthians
5:17 declares “Therefore, if anyone
is in Christ, he is a new creation.
The old has passed away; behold,
the new has come.” These are
powerful reminders that renewal
including comfort from grief, iso-
lation, and loss is always possible.

So, I find myself asking: What
will the “beds of daffodils” that I
plant look like years after my own
homeplace is gone?

Perhaps the most meaningful
legacy we can leave is a spiritual
inheritance. Teaching our children
and grandchildren to know and
love God may hold greater val-
ue than any financial wealth we
could pass along. Sharing wisdom,
recounting the “glorious deeds of
the Lord,” and modeling a life of
integrity and faith can help ensure
that future generations remain
grounded in hope. Spiritual, mor-
al, and emotional legacies often
prove far more enduring than
material success or reputation.

Jesus taught that true treasure
is not measured by earthly pos-
sessions but by lasting spiritual
impact. Perhaps when our hearts
are centered on what is eternal,
the example of how we live our
lives and the depth of our con-
nection to others can continue to
bear fruit long after we are gone.
In this way, the humble patches of
roadside daffodils become more
than seasonal decorations. They
stand as quiet witnesses to lives
once lived, love once shared, and
faith that may have been planted
deep in the soil of family and com-
munity.

Each spring as new blooms
appear and the frogs begin their
songs once again, I am reminded
that God never fails to bring a
new dawn, a new season of color,
growth, and renewal. Long after
houses crumble and keepsakes
fade, His presence remains.

That is the most comforting
legacy of all.

April 2, 1986
— PLENTY EVIDENCE OF EARLY
SPRING ARRIVAL IN COUNTY

Look around you,
there is evidence every-
where that the arrival of
spring is early this year. In
fact, bloomings are early
enough that estimates of
the full color of dogwood
and redbud are being
adjusted from the third
weekend in the month
to this coming weekend.
And, those whose busi-
ness it is to keep records,
Vollenweider Orchards,
confirm the arrival is about
two weeks early. Another
indicator, Roaring River
State Park is having a
record turnout of anglers
on the stream. Loren
Nickols, tag sales super-
visor at the park, said last
week’s purchase of daily
tags ran over the 5,000
figure. “That’s the first
time that’s happened in
four years,” he observed.
Yard mowing chores
have started throughout
Cassville, again two or
three weeks earlier than
normal. On the dogwood
and redbud situation,
Rick Linebarger of the
Cassville ranger district
of Mark Twain National
Forest, said it appeared
now the full blooming ot
the trees would be this
weekend, instead of the
April 18-19 date predict-
ed earlier in the year. The
mid-April date is “a usual
date for the trees to be
in full bloom, but like
everything else, it’'s ear-
ly this year,” Linebarger
said. John Vollenweider’s
records at the sprawling
orchard between Cassville
and Exeter, indicate this
is the earliest for apples
to be in heavy bloom
since the late 1970’s. The
orchard installed bees this
week, 360 hives of them,
to being pollination of the
or-chard. The orchard
folks said a cold spell, a
possibility for this week-
end, could delay further
full blooming, but that’s
not pro-bable. Early spring
and the pre-season arrival
of 80 degree temperatures
are credited with putting
one of the most attractive
views of the Barry County
Ozarks before the peo-
ple....at least a couple of
weeks earlier than normal
this year.

— EXETER APPROVES ONLY TAX
ISSUE IN TUESDAY BALLOTING
There weren’t many
tax issues before voters in
spring balloting Tuesday,
but out of four, Exeter’s
approval of a one cent
sales tax was the only one
to pass. Emerald Beach
Village on Table Rock
approved a water assess-
ment issue. The election
went without incident
Tuesday, with the only
real excitement proba-
bly coming from write-in
ballots for road districts
and a necessity of moving
the Monett poll from the
National Guard Armory
to the city hall. County
Clerk Rex Stumpff said
the polling places were
moved about 10:00 a.m.
Tuesday after a call from
Jefferson City advised him
that a bomb threat had
been received, targeting a
National Guard Armory
in the state. Stumpff said
state officials, in a precau-
tionary measure, cleared
all armory facilities imme-
diately. So far as has been
determined, there was no
actual incident report-
ed in the state. Stumpff
said write-in ballots cast
in various road districts
made it impossible to
compile returns in the
unofficial review Tuesday
night. He said tabulations
would be made during the
official canvass sometime
Wednesday. As stated
before, unofficial returns
available Tuesday includ-
ed the following school
propositions: Cassville,
John Anglum an incum-
bent led balloting with 503
as Steve Buchheit, a new-
comer, got 402 votes, as
both were elected to three
year terms on the board
of education. Southwest
of Washburn, incumbents
Don McCaslin with 166
and Jim Roller with 203,
were renamed to the board
of education. Three other
candidates included Jim.
Chadd 101, Jerry Laney
98, and Vern Dalton 134.
Jenkins, Wes Wilson with
46 and Darrell C. Sams
with 40 were named to the
school board. Other can-
didates, Carol A. Walker
38 and J. D. Gautney 31.
Monett, David Honeycutt
with 254 and Jim Bass
with 256 were elected.
A third candidate, Joe
Schneller, received 69
votes. Purdy, two incum-
bents were returned to the
board of education when
Allen Keeling received
434 votes and Jimmie
Terry 411. Challengers
David Redshaw had 126,
Carolyn Flummerfelt 136
and Cathy Terry 110. Shell
Knob, named Gary D.
Peters with 156 votes and
Charles M. Gibbs with 135
to the board of education
for three year terms. Jana
Rima, a third candidate,
received 162 votes winning
a one year term. Wheaton,
Dale Forgey with 143
and Lindy Lombard with
110, were top vote getters
and elected to the school
board. A pair of additional
candidates, Joe Phelps 95
and Lloyd Birchfield 44,
were also on the ballot.
Municipal and village vot-
ing in the county Tuesday
produced these initial
returns: Exeter, joined the
municipal governments
in Barry county collecting
a one cent sales tax. The
vote was 54 in favor and
41 op-posed.

Jim Buford’s 31, to anoth-
er term on the council.
Butterfield village, named
to a four year trustee
post was Orville Periman
with 26 votes, James E.
Martin received seven.
Named to a one year term
was Anna L. Howerton,
unopposed with 21 votes.
Chain-O-Lakes village
at Eagle Rock, named
three trustees for two

Charlie Ray is the
kind of man who always
puts others first. He was
doing just that when he
fought to save two chil-
dren trapped in a tragic
fire in Butterfield several
months ago. After work-
ing alongside the state fire
marshal for most of the
day, Charlie returned later
that night to extinguish a
second fire that had flared
up at the scene. Before he
could make it back home,
he suffered a stroke that
landed him in the hospital
for two weeks and left him
paralyzed on the left side.
Doctors said Charlie’s
stroke was caused by his
diabetes, smoke, stress
and cold. “Tt all ganged
up on me,” Charlie said.
Initially, Charlie couldn’t
move his fingers, and
his speech was slightly
slurred. Charlie didn’t let
his adversity keep him
down for long.

visit. His speech is clear,
and he can now take sev-
eral steps on his own.

During
his recovery, Charlie has
been lifted up by family
and friends who are giving
him what he has always
given them: time, friend-
ship and help in time of
need. This Saturday, the
Butterfield community
will be hosting a Charlie
Ray Birthday Benefit

Butterfield Community
Center. Local musicians,
including Norman Spain,
The Granny’s and Dale
and James Terry, will be
donating their talents to
entertain the crowd and
help Charlie celebrate
48 years of life. A money
tree will be set up to raise
funds to help the Ray fam-
ily with continuing med-
ical expenses.

Technology is a nev-
er-ending circle that
continuously upgrades
itself, and hopefully, so is
the educational system.
Education is what pre-
pares the youth of today
to be the leaders of tomor-
row, and technology now
plays an important role
in that process. Cassville
High School recently
experienced a technolo-
gy upgrade with the pur-
chase of 52 new, state-of-
the-art computers. These
computers are IBM com-
patible and are equipped
with Pentium processors.
The high school’s busi-
ness department utilizes
48 of the new machines.
Teacher Colleen Slinkard’s
room is now home to 32
computers, which were
installed in January, and
Jim Rabourn’s room
houses 16. His computers
were purchased by the
district in October 1995.
The school’s business
computers are networked
together but are equipped
with separate log-in strips,
which require a name and

password for access. The
ratio of students to com-
puters in this department
is one-to-one. Funding for
the new computers came
through state and district
money. The school board
voted to dedicate approx-
imately $75,000 towards
the purchase of new com-
puters. With the help of
the state, the high school
was able to purchase
$59,000 worth of com-
puters for approximately
$29,000. Because of a
business technology class
taught by Tyne Rabourn,
the school received its
state money through a
vocational grant. Any stu-
dent may use school com-
puters under the direction
of one of the business
teachers. Each comput-
er has word processing,
spreadsheet and data base
applications and can be
used for other applica-
tions if needed. They also
have Microsoft Works,
Word Perfect, Lotus 1, 2
and 3, Aldus Pagemaker
and Data Base soft-ware.
In Mrs. Rabourn’s classes,
students use desktop pub-
lishing to create advanced
layouts and put books
together. Computers in
Mr. Rabourn’s room are
used by students enrolled
in day and night class-
es. The night classes that
meet at the high school
are sponsored by Crowder
College. Mr. Rabourn
teaches  Introduction
to Computers, and Mrs.
Rabourn teaches Word
Perfect 6.1. Mrs. Slinkard
uses her computers for
timed writings in her
typing classes. Students
who once practiced on an
electric typewriter now
learn skills on a computer
keyboard. The computer
times and grades the stu-
dents work, and tells how
many words per minute
the student types. Mrs.
Slinkard’s students also
use computers to create
reports and graphics. “It
has been very exciting for
students,” Slinkard said.
“They have shown inter-
est and patience with the
change.” A separate com-
puter lab is located next
to the high school media
center. The quartet of
new computers arrived in
January. This lab, which
also includes some of the
older model computers, is
open to all students. All
four of the new computers
are equipped with Rom
drives. One of the older
computers is hooked up
to the internet and can be
used by students under
faculty supervision. “The
computers give students
practical experience on
the latest technology,”
said Sharon Farrow,
media specialist. “T like
using them because every-
thing is self explanatory,”
said senior John Bailey.
“They’re easier to work
with because they have
easier pro-grams,” said
Stacy Cornelison, a senior.
Mrs. Rabourn thinks that
the best thing about the
computers is that they
give students more oppor-
tunity to learn. The com-
puter skills they acquire
will be something that can
be used in the workplace
or in college.

for capital projects and
a half-cent for transpor-
tation.

In 2025, all three taxes
produced nearly $67,000,
but a two-month sus-
pension of collections by
the State Auditor due to
clerical issues left anoth-
er $15,000 off the table.
The city also collects a use
tax at 2%, which netted
almost $33,000 in 2025
for the city’s general fund.

If passed, the one-cent
public safety tax is expect-
ed to bring in around
$40,000 annually.

Brinkman said prior to
the city hiring for a full-
time police presence in
Chief James Morgan, res-
idents often had to rely on
the Barry County Sheriff’s
Office to respond to calls.

“Sometimes, that
response time was not
great, but I understand
because they have a whole
county to cover,” she said.
“Having James full-time,
and him living 10 min-
utes outside of town,
has greatly decreased
response times. we have
also not able to apply for
certain grants without
having a full-time offi-
cer.”

Last year, the city pro-
cured three grants for
law enforcement. The
Missouri Blue Shield
Grant was awarded for
$50,000 with $46,000
going toward a patrol
vehicle, $1,000 to equip-
ment and $3,000 going to
K-9 training for Morgan.
The city has again applied
for the grant this year.

The JIREH K-9 Grant
brought, $10,000, which
was used to purchase
Morgan’s drug dog. And,
a Missouri Coalition for
Safety grant added $2,481

for radar equipment.

If the proposed
sales tax were to pass,
Brinkman said personnel,
equipment and a possi-
ble police office separate
from City Hall would be
key expenditures.

“It would be nice to
give Chief Morgan a raise,
because he usually works
more than 40 hours a
week,” she said. “If we can
hire a part-time officer,
that would also be great
because James would not
have to be on-call 24/7.
The majority of people in
the city are glad to see
James’ presence and
someone here.

“We've also batted
around the possibility of
him having his own office.
The one he is in now was
the mayor’s office, but he
needed the space more
than me in City Hall to
keep his records safe. The
is someone planning to
redo the old lodge build-
ing to make office spac-
es. That’s nowhere near
done but could be an
option in the future. We
can also look into put-
ting something like a tiny
house here on city prop-
erty. Either way, that’s all
down the road and won’t
happen overnight.”

Morgan’s current
pay is $36,830 per year.

Morgan’s drug dog, which
is trained to detect meth-
amphetamine, cocaine
and heroin, is certified
by the National Narcotics
Drug Dog Association out
of Texas, which is recog-
nized by Missouri Peace
Officer Standards and
Training as nationally
certified.

If passed, the addi-
tion of a public safety tax
would open general fund
dollars for use elsewhere
in the city, and Brinkman
hopes to get feedback
from residents on how it
should be utilized.

“Streets are a priority,”
she said. “We have two
companies giving us bids
for the best route to take
with 15th Street. We've
also discussed a park
area or community cen-
ter. Currently, residents
use church basements
for storm shelters, so we
hope down the road to
maybe have a community
shelter.”

The city of Washburn
has nine businesses that
collect sales tax, and if
passed, the total of 3% in
sales taxes would be the
maximum the city could
levy per state law.

Voters may have their
say on the measure in the
April 7 General Municipal
Election.

With multiple returning
starters, the Cassville base-
ball team this spring is going
through a philosophy change,
shifting to put greater emphasis
on the process as the season
gets underway.

“We've tried to some-
what distance ourselves from
result-oriented goals and shift-
ed our focus towards being
process-oriented,” said Simon
Beeson, Cassville baseball
coach. “As results are entirely
out of our control 99% of the
time, we've tried to get our guys
to focus more on their character
and process that leads up to the
result they desire.

“What was their focus area
when hitting off the tee?

Beeson said returning expe-
rience will be a strength for this
year’s team.

“We have several returning
starters, most of whom were
just sophomores last year and
gained a lot of varsity experi-
ence for the first time, which
will serve them well this year,”
he said. “We have a lot of ver-
satility throughout our lineup,
guys that are pretty good ath-
letes overall and not limited as
to where they can play defen-
sively. We have four seniors
returning, as well, and all have
good experience and strong
arms on the mound and in the
field.”

Beeson said competition
within the program has been
strong, especially with a large
freshman class.

“Our freshman class is fairly
large and full of good athletes
as well, which helps us as a
team when it comes to creat-
ing competition within prac-
tice,” Beeson said. “Our guys
have been competing really
hard against each other and it’s
helped to culminate a culture of
pushing each other past their
boundaries and out of their
comfort zones.

“The sooner our guys get
comfortable being uncomfort-
able, the higher our ceiling will
be as a team, and as individual
players.”

Beeson said his expectations
for the senior class go beyond
on-field performance.

dard we've set, which is
to graduate respectable
young men of good char-
acter who will go on to
become beneficial, pro-
ductive members of soci-
ety? Because that is the
basis of this program.”

Beeson said defense
will be a strength for the
team entering this year’s
campaign.
